
How to Develop a 3D Axe Concept Art in Blender

Description

You can use textures for added realism.

Step 7: Lighting

Switch to the Layout workspace.
Add lights to illuminate your scene. Position them for dramatic effects if desired.

Step 8: Rendering

Set up your camera by pressing Numpad 0 to enter Camera View and adjust the position.
Go to the Render properties tab and choose your render settings.
Press F12 to render your scene.

Step 9: Post-Processing (Optional)

After rendering, you can further enhance your image in the Compositing workspace by adding
effects, adjusting colors, or using filters.

Step 10: Save and Export

Save your Blender project (File -> Save).
Export your 3D model or render as an image or animation.
