Create an QOil or Paint Tank 3D in Blender (Subdivision Ready)

Description

Creating a Oil tank body in Blender involves creating a cylinder mesh and modifying it to suit your
design.

o With the tank selected, go to Object Data Properties (the green triangle icon), and under
Normals, select ‘Auto Smooth’. This will smooth out the shading of the tank.

Materials and Textures:

the Shader Editor or using the Material Properties tab.

Finalize and Render:

o Once you're satisfied with the tank’s design, you can finalize it and prepare for rendering.
